Teams and World Series staff will be housed at the Red Lion River Inn  located at 700 

North Division Street (509-326-5577). The hotel is nestled along the north bank of the 

Spokane River and has 245 tastefully appointed guest rooms, a restaurant, lounge, swim-

ming pool and fitness center.  

World Series umpires will be housed at the Red Lion Hotel at the Park (located across 

the street from Red Lion River Inn) at 303 West North River Drive (509-777-6304). 

Both properties sit along the scenic Centennial Trail, which offers beautiful walks along 

the Spokane river directly into Spokaneôs downtown River Front Park, and downtown 

shopping and dining.   

There are several properties that are less than five miles from Avista Stadium and an 

easy 10-15 minute drive. Guests may contact the hotels directly to book their room.

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AVISTA STADIUM ð home of the Spokane Indians ð will be the site for the games 

played during 84th World Series, August 13 to 17. The field is located at the Spokane 

County Fair & Expo Center at the intersection of Havana St and Broadway Ave ð less 

than  5 miles from the tournament hotel. This facility was built in 1958 and has under-

gone several renovations since then. The stadium seats over 7,000 and has a covered 

grandstand. It is a beautiful ballpark with grass surface and professional lighting.  Field 

dimensions are:  Leftð335 ft, Centerð398 ft, and Rightï 296 ft.  Ample parking is 

available at the ballpark and the adjacent fairgrounds parking areas. Spokane will also 

host the 2010 Northwest Regional Tournament Aug 5-9 with those games being played 

at Gonzaga University baseball fields.
